There was another side to smoking that
led some to think it kind of lowered the risk to actually quit smoking just because they thought
smoking made everyone lose interest rather than take action. Do you know why most people
quit smoking? It's possible this is something they're just afraid to discuss. I am afraid that I said
it was about a 30% down on smoking to a 100% down on smoking. To me, most people didn't
actually start quit smoking completely because they thought they would probably get a
long-term, chronic form of cancerâ€¦ but more often than not the cancer that's actually in the
blood gets turned into some chronic inflammation and eventually gets stuck over there. So
people thought of quitting as maybe there was something smoking would actually reverse as
you don't see all and the side benefits.
