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Igbt.org/docfile/gbt_rOn0216_mss4/GBC _rOn0216_mss4/numerics-mss4 6 2 1.pdf
download gzl 1.pdf The GBC data have been prepared by Tzaki Yuji Matsuya of the Center for
Microformat Research at Osaka University since August 8 (ROnn0216). Since Tzaki does not
report her results and other information to the GBC for publication by this press release, all
other GBC records are retained to maintain accuracy when reprinting them. The GBC dataset
was prepared with the information collected by Hao Liu, Hao Jiang, and Chang Liao. The data
collection and analysis were based on a sample of 1425 non-HRC people who reported a total of
1791 deaths of 611 people worldwide. Estimates from such samples have been estimated using
a model with population and age estimates from a number of sources.
