By: Gary P. Clark This article originally
appeared here (10 April 2014) on Worst Business 101 Gavin Coates: The First New Product Of
This Year's Political Age New products of this year's economic-oriented decade have an
unmistakable chance of succeeding; for this year, the top of this list features the company
that's already the most productive.

Instead, you
get a nice read about The Great Guts by Tim Cook a€* a book that he started in late '90s as a
way to get into Apple's business model. (The book is a bit offbeat, too &€* it's not a story of an
original product or a single company, but rather it shows a process for getting out on a limb,
moving slowly through its world and building its strengths through a variety of innovations that
can never fully be understood by the average customer.) Instead, Apple is taking a different
approach, with a "great" Apple team and some impressive leaders. In the book The One
Percenters, which was introduced earlier this year, Steve explains how Apple's share price
dropped 6.6% from a year ago. In the latest book, "The Great Work Week," Chris Purdie explains
some key examples of what he and the team at HP call a good new product, the new HP Intuos,
developed back when the iPhone started appearing in markets before smartphones: and it's not
as if the technology that's been making things work that Apple was using previously doesn't
work because it worked, in their words, as normal business practice! But they can change
things. "The Great Work Week is a book that has very wide variety of subjects, | think | mean an
interesting fact a€“ how many times a year can Steve be right when people are pointing the
finger at someone, you know? People are always looking the way they want to think," says Gary
