About John Beddoe's book economics This new book
will be available at The Heritage Foundation for more information on John Beddoe & his latest
book. John Beddoe was born in New Brunswick, Canada, on June 21, 1935. He came to Canada
on a working-class background from the small town that borders Mount Pleasant in California.
Following two previous international degrees of education from Queen's University in New
Brunswick, where he was named one of five new professors of the century, John has developed
a solid academic reputation as an internationally known economist. In 1987, he went on to
graduate from Queen's College London (who named him honorary of one of the ten best
Canadian universities). John founded the University of Southern Ontario under then Associate
Professor Michael Stroud. In 1968, Robert Cramer resigned his fellowship with that university.
He returned to the United States working toward an MBA, but by 1972 he was a doctoral
candidate at the University of Southern California as well as an economist and teacher. While
visiting Canada with Stroud at UC Riverside to teach at City College in Irvine, CA, he received
the Loyola College of Arts & Sciences BA in Finance and a masters degree in Economics at the
University of Arizona at Tucson and then served as an economics columnist for the University's
political news. He authored an Op-Ed for Time Out Canada. (Note: This is a small excerpt
provided online (teca.ca.)) and did not participate in the recent presidential contest. John
received an M.A. from City University of New York and an A (or the L) from the University of



Utah. In 1982 he taught at the Washington University School for Social Research as a Senior
fellow. From 1987 to 1994 he was Assistant Dean of the University of Maryland for Human
Resources Affairs at the College of Law and at Columbia Law School. Throughout his
distinguished career working for policymakers, he helped negotiate policy reform. He held four
National Research Fellowships, worked in policy and leadership at the Federal Reserve Bank of
New York Mellon, worked for Presidents Bill Clinton, George W. Bush and Barack Obama and
became a member of the American Research Council's Working Group on Economic Policy. He
was a co-creator and editor of a New Republic blog, and chaired a faculty survey to encourage
"economic diversity." During his second year at the University of Utah, John was appointed
chair of the University Board Meeting. Upon resigning, as dean of the Utah School of Public
Affairs (UTPS)), Beddoe brought over one of his youngest fellows, Professor James K.
Whitehurst, as associate chief, which earned him the best possible reputation at the university
as a dedicated and engaged scholar. Despite Whitehurst's personal background and
background in international and business relations, he was highly regarded throughout his
research career. In 1975, he was named Director of Research at Utah State University. He was
awarded the John Beddoe Award from the California State Teachers Association and a "Good
Performance Award"” from UCLA. Following his three-year stint with the University the following
June 2001, his faculty received a $14-million grant for future research into the role of business
in social change in both cultures.
