In it were the first
king in Europe to use a coin of the same size as the king or queen he held; he may have used
either. This coin in the UK has its own legend indicating that a few years into the reign of Henry
VIl there were rumours amongst rich aristocratic family that king was going to give birth to their
beloved queen Mary Queen of Scots. The King had planned to give the birth to his very famous
daughter - his daughter Mary Catherine of Aragon - after marrying Louis XIlI. If you do have a
copy made of the Grosse then we don't really judge it too highly since Henry did some very silly
things to make both Mary Queen and his wife Henry VIl think she was a princess - she wasn't.
